Hussein were the big winners at a start-studded 
presentation of the World Stupidity Awards at the 
Just For Laughs Festival in Montreal Friday. The 
packed comedy gala featured heavy metal 
midgets, wardrobe malfunctions and the cream of 
the international comedy crop as awards  were 
doled out to the "titans of stupidity".  

Hosted by The Daily Show star, Lewis Black, the 
awards show featured stand out appearances by 
Sinbad, Pauly Shore, Scott Thompson and 
Maggie Cassella.  

U.S. President, George W. Bush, was voted 
Stupidest Man of the Year by an international 
online audience, while rival Saddam Hussein 
received the prestigious Lifetime Achievement 
Award for Stupidity.  

Awards were given out for Stupidest Statement, 
Act, Media Outlet, Government, Movie and T.V. 
Show among others. Public nominations were 
held in the spring and the winners were selected 
by online vote at www.stupidityawards.com. 
Votes came from over 100 countries.  

The Survivor All-Stars handed out the award for 
Stupidest Trend of the Year which went to 
"Trucker Hats", over "spam", "war" and "climate 
change". Fox News got the nod for Media Outlet 
Which Has Made The Greatest Contribution To 
Furthering Ignorance Worldwide while British 
Prime Minister, Tony Blair, and President Bush 
shared the Stupidity Award For Reckless 
Endangerment Of The Planet. 

Some of the comedy highlights were 
presentations by Sinbad, English comic, Boothby 
Graffoe, and U.S. comic, Andy Kindler, who's 
skewering of the television industry had the 
packed house screaming for more.
